Breakfast from 7.30am 
Bridge Gardens Tea Tent will have muffins, Danish pastries, fruit and drinks 

available from 7.30am, with freshly-made sandwiches from 9am latest.

rigging up, where bacon sandwiches will be available from 8.30am. 
The main Tea Tent will be fully operational by 8.30am. 

 
Lunch from mid-morning until last race 

A selection of freshly-made sandwiches, both traditional favourites and 
specialist fillings – meat, fish and veggie – will be available throughout the day 

from 9am until we run out in the main Tea Tent, 
and from 9am until the lunch break in Bridge Gardens. 

The BBQ will start mid-morning, serving burgers, hot dogs and bacon rolls, 
with all the usual trimmings, including veggie-burgers cooked in a separate

A range of savoury and sweet snacks will be available throughout the day, 

from 7.30am onwards, including
